· Buckle Up America: APHA entered into a Cooperative Agreement with the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA - www.nhtsa.dot.gov/) to generate highly visible support for the Buckle-Up America Campaign. This phase of the Buckle-Up America Campaign was designed to energize, mobilize, and recognize active participants in the effort to increase seat belt use nationwide. 
· Impaired Driving: In 2001 and 2002, APHA and NHTSA extended their efforts to focus on impaired driving, awarding two APHA affiliates mini-grants of $16,500, and ten APHA affiliates mini-grants of $8,500 for their efforts to reduce impaired driving through affiliate-determined projects tailored to the needs of the populations in their states. Due to the success of the impaired driving initiative, NHTSA extended the cooperative agreement, allowing APHA to award seven of its state and local affiliates mini-grants up to $7,500. Affiliates could use the grants to work on any traffic safety issue relevant to their state. Affiliates who have received the grant in the past were able to apply again for the new funding.
